Laser printing requires the interaction of several different technologies, including electronics, optics, and
electrophotographics, to provide a printed page. Each process functions independently and must be
coordinated with the other product processes.

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Introduction

This chapter describes the removal and replacement of field-replaceable units (FRUs) only.

Bf NOTE: Your product might not appear exactly as the one shown in the photos in this chapter. For
example, the color of the external panels and covers might be different than your product. However, the
procedures in this chapter are valid for both the HP LaserJet P2035 and the HP LaserJet P2055.

Replacing FRUs is generally the reverse of removal. Notes and tips are included to provide directions
for difficult or critical replacement procedures.

HP does not support repairing individual subassemblies or troubleshooting to the component level.

Note the length, diameter, color, type, and placement of each screw. Be sure to return each screw to
its original location during reassembly.

Incorrectly routed or loose wire harnesses can interfere with other internal components and can become
damaged or broken. Frayed or pinched harness wires can be difficult to find. When replacing wire
harnesses, always use the provided wire loops, lance points, or wire-harness guides.

Removal and replacement strategy

/A WARNING! Turn the product off, wait 5 seconds, and then remove the power cord before attempting
to service the product. If this warning is not followed, severe injury can result, in addition to damage to
the product. The power must be on for certain functional checks during problem solving. However, the
power supply should be disconnected during parts removal.

Never operate or service the product with the protective cover removed from the laser/scanner
assembly. The reflected beam, although invisible, can damage your eyes.

The sheet-metal parts can have sharp edges. Be careful when handling sheet-metal parts.

/A CAUTION: Do not bend or fold the flat flexible cables (FFCs) during removal or installation. Also, do
not straighten pre-folds in the FFCs. You must Make sure that all FFCs are fully seated in their
connectors. Failure to fully seat an FFC into a connector can cause a short circuit in a PCA.

NOTE: To install a self-tapping screw, first turn it counterclockwise to align it with the existing thread
pattern, and then carefully turn it clockwise to tighten. Do not overtighten. If a self-tapping screw-hole
becomes stripped, repair the screw-hole or replace the affected assembly.

Electrostatic discharge

A

CAUTION: Some parts are sensitive to electrostatic discharge (ESD). Look for the ESD reminder
when removing product parts. Always perform service work at an ESD-protected workstation or mat. If
an ESD workstation or mat is not available, ground yourself by touching the sheet-metal chassis
before touching an ESD-sensitive part.

Protect the ESD-sensitive parts by placing them in ESD pouches when they are out of the product.

e Small flatblade screwdriver
e Needle-nose pliers
e ESD mat (if one is available) or ESD strap

e Penlight (optional)

/A CAUTION: Always use a Phillips screwdriver (callout 1). Do not use a pozidrive screwdriver (callout 2)
or any motorized screwdriver. These can damage screws or screw threads.

CAUTION: Avoid pulling directly on wires to disconnect wire-harness connectors. Pull on the plastic
body of a connector to avoid damaging the connector wires.

The
flowchart guides you to the appropriate section of this chapter that provides steps for correcting
the malfunction.

Before beginning any troubleshooting procedure, check the following conditions:
e  Are supply items within their rated life?

e Does the configuration page reveal any configuration errors?

Bf NOTE: The customer is responsible for checking supplies and for using supplies that are in good
condition.

e Is the cassette correctly installed in the product?
Print cartridges e Is each print cartridge correctly installed?
Transfer unit and fuser e  Are the transfer unit and fuser installed correctly?

Covers ° Is the front cover closed?

Condensation e Does condensation occur following a temperature change (particularly in winter
following cold storage)? If so, wipe affected area dry or leave the product on
for 10 to 20 minutes.

e  Was a print cartridge installed soon after being moved from a cold to a warm
room? If so, allow the print cartridge to sit at room temperature for 1 to 2 hours.

Miscellaneous e  Check for and remove any non-HP components (print cartridges, memory
modules, and EIO cards) from the product.

e Remove the product from the network and make sure that the failure is
associated with the product before beginning troubleshooting.

e  For any print-quality issues, calibrate the product.
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Tools for troubleshooting

The section describes the tools that can help you solve problems with your device.

Continuous self-test (HP LaserJet P2050 Series only)

The continuous self-test puts the device into a continuous printing mode without having to send jobs to
it.

1. Confirm that the product is in a Ready state. Press OK to enter the main menu.
2. Simultaneously press and hold the down arrow ¥ and Cancel button &®.

3. Press OK to re-enter the main menu.

4. Navigate to the secondary service menu.

5. Select Service Reports and then Cont. Self-Test.

To terminate the continuous self-test, press the Cancel button ®.

Half self-test functional check
The half self-test check determines which printing process is malfunctioning.
1. Print a Configuration page.

2. Press the print-cartridge-door button after the paper advances halfway through the product (about
five seconds after the motor begins rotating). The leading edge of the paper should have advanced
past the print cartridge.

3. Remove the print cartridge.

4. Open the print cartridge drum shield to view the drum surface. If a dark and distinct toner image is
present on the drum surface, assume that the first two functions of the electrophotographic process
are functioning (image formation and development). Troubleshoot the failure as a transfer or fusing
problem.

If there is no image on the photosensitive drum, perform these checks:

1. Make sure you removed the entire length of the sealing tape from the print cartridge before you
installed the cartridge.

2. Perform a drum rotation functional check to make sure that the drum is rotating.

3. Perform a high-voltage contacts check.

Drum rotation functional check

The photosensitive drum, located in the print cartridge, must rotate for the print process to work. The
photosensitive drum receives its drive from the main drive assembly.

Bf NOTE: This testis especially important if refilled print cartridges have been used.

1. Open the print-cartridge door.

2.  Remove the print cartridge.
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Mark the drive gear on the cartridge with a felt-tipped marker. Note the position of the mark.

Replace the print cartridge and close the print-cartridge door. The startup sequence should rotate
the drum enough to move the mark.

Paper passes between the heating element and a soft pressure roller to fuse toner to the paper.

Unplug the product for at least ten minutes.
Verify that the thermistor connector is seated into both the product chassis and the ECU.

To measure the continuity of the heating
element, measure the resistance between the two pins at the end of the cable.

NOTE: Normalresistance is 25 ohms +/- 10 ohms for the 110 V product and 80 ohms +/- 20 ohms
for the 220 V product.

If no resistance is measured, replace the fuser. See Fuser on page 158.

When the product is turned on, high voltage is placed on the developer roller of the print cartridge. If the
antenna does not detect this voltage, the product displays an Install Black Cartridge message. Remove
the print cartridge and visually inspect the three connection points on the ends of the print cartridge:

primary charging contact (callout 1), developer roller contact (callout 2), and antenna contact (callout 3).
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If one is dirty or corroded, clean the connection with isopropyl alcohol. If one is damaged, replace the
print cartridge. See Print cartridge on page 102.
